I am often asked about the 
financial condition of the City of 
Redlands. In meetings with 
residents or business owners, at 
service club luncheons, at other 
community functions, it is a 
frequent topic of conversation. 
In order to comprehend the 
CityÕs current condition, we 
need to look back to the 
condition when I arrived as City 
Manager in April 2007. 
  
At that time, the City had 
routinely operated with an 
unbalanced budget Ð its 
expenses outpacing its ongoing 
revenues, eating into reserves, 
and creating an unsustainable 
situation. 
 
The City of Redlands recently 
completed its mid-year budget 
review, and, while the economic 
outlook continues to be a 

Saturday Morning Farmers 
Market returning to downtown 

The CityÕs successful Saturday Morning Certified Farmers 
Market returns for a second season, bringing fresh local 
produce to historic downtown Redlands, beginning April 10 
and continuing through Sept. 25. 
 
The Saturday Morning Certified FarmersÕ Market began June 
6, 2009, bringing local growers to the City parking lot south of 
Redlands Boulevard between Fifth and Sixth streets near Ed 
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Grant to help invigorate 
citrus preservation 

$25,000 SCAQMD grant intended to 
increase the economic sustainability  

of 210 acres of city groves  

The City of Redlands has been awarded a Tree 
Planting Partnership Grant from the South Coast 
Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD).  The 
purpose of this grant will be to invigorate the Citrus 
Preservation Program by replanting new, 

productive citrus trees and by promoting the program in 
the community. The grant provides $25,000 towards these efforts.  This funding is 

intended to provide myriad benefits, including increased economic sustainability of about 210 acres of 
city-owned citrus trees, higher levels of community awareness regarding the Citrus Preservation 
Program and the added dividend of reduced greenhouse gas emissions resulting from the presence of 
healthier trees. 
 
The entire 210-plus acres of city-owned citrus 
trees are farmed for profit; the earnings are 
reinvested back into the groves, making the 
whole program self-sustainable. The grant 
funds will be used to replant approximately 
10 acres, or about 1,000 trees, with new 
and more productive trees. The replanting 
strategy will target underproductive or 
diseased and dying trees in each of the 
CityÕs 16 groves dispersed throughout the 
City. During any given year, without 
these grant monies, the City would only 
replace about 50 trees. This represents an 
amazing opportunity to make the Citrus 
Preservation Program more profitable and, hence, more 
sustainable. This is an integral effort to preserve the citrus heritage of the City of 
Redlands. 
 
Also, as mentioned, the City will also use some of the grant funding to bring a temporary college 
student worker on-board to help design and implement an outreach and education campaign. The 
student workers are required under the grant program and provide a good way to train and develop 
job skills within the CityÕs local student population. The student selected to fill this role will be 
responsible for designing, coordinating and implementing an informative and interesting outreach 
campaign that will give citizens of the community a greater awareness of the importance of the CityÕs 
citrus heritage and the benefit that healthy trees provide to the community.

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Project Lifesaver helps 
find lost individuals 

The Redlands Police department has begun 
implementation of a new project to quickly 
locate special needs residents who wander 
away or become lost. 
 
Redlands Police recently partnered with 
Project Lifesaver International in a local 
program for at risk persons who wander 
due to AlzheimerÕs, autism, and other 
related conditions or disorders. 
 
Residents enrolled in Project Lifesaver will 
wear a small LoJack personal 
transmitter around the wrist or ankle that 
emits an individualized tracking signal 24 
hours a day. Once the police are called that 
a person is missing, trained officers identify 
that signal from a specialized directional 
antenna and are able to track the wandering 
person. This equipment is used on foot, in 
cars and also by air providing maximum 
cover and capability for search efforts for 
several miles using the tracking equipment.  
 
Currently, when police receive a report of a 
Òcritically missing person,Ó all available 
resources, including patrol teams, 
specialized units, detectives, SheriffÕs 
helicopter and volunteers, are dedicated to 
the search, often for hours until the 
individual is located.  
 
The use of Project Lifesaver can 
significantly reduce the manpower required 
for a search. More importantly, the 
program is designed to cut down the vital 
time it takes to locate missing persons with 
critical medical or other needs.

Residents reminded 
 to be prepared 

Given the significant number of earthquakes around 
Redlands, the Redlands Fire Department would like 
to use this opportunity to remind everyone of the 
importance of maintaining an emergency supply kit.  
Remember, the kit is not just for earthquakes but 
could be pressed into service during evacuations 
associated with wildfires, hazardous materials 
releases or under a number of other conditions. 
 

Recommended Items to Include in a Basic 
Emergency Supply Kit: 

 
¥ Water, one gallon of water per person per 

day for at least three days, for drinking and 
sanitation  

¥ Food, at least a three-day supply of non-
perishable food  

¥ Battery-powered or hand crank radio and an 
NOAA Weather Radio with tone alert and 
extra batteries for both  

¥ Flashlight and extra batteries  
¥ First aid kit  
¥ Whistle to signal for help  
¥ Dust mask, to help filter contaminated air 

and plastic sheeting and duct tape to shelter-
in-place  

¥ Moist towelettes, garbage bags and plastic 
ties for personal sanitation  

¥ Wrench or pliers to turn off utilities  
¥ Can opener for food (if kit contains canned 

food)  
¥ Local maps  
¥ Cell phone with chargers, inverter or solar 

charger 
 
 

Additional Items to Consider Adding to an 
Emergency Supply Kit: 

 
¥ Prescription medications and glasses  
¥ Infant formula and diapers

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challenge, with revenues in decline as they have 
been since 2007, the good news is that, up to 
now, City staff, with the leadership of the City 
Council, has continued to find ways to cut 
expenses, while adding to or maintaining 
reserves and without impacting City services. 
  
However, with structural deficits and a bleak 
national economic forecast continuing to loom, 
the budget challenges will only become more 
difficult for the next several years and the City 
Council and Redlands residents will be faced 
with markedly harder choices for the future. 
  
Since the national economic downturn, City 
General Fund revenues have declined from a 
high of $56,249,470 in 2008 to $53,140,275 in 
2009, reflecting declining retail sales, decreased 
fees and other decreased revenues. Over the 
same period, City expenses Ð the money we 
spend to provide service to the public -- have 
been reduced from $52,584,437 in 2008 to 
$50,702,629 in 2009.  
  
These numbers speak volumes about the CityÕs 
economic condition and the City Council and 
City staffÕs ability to meet the most adverse 
economy in decades. The numbers are even 
more remarkable when you consider that the 
City improved its reserves -- increased from $1.9 
million in 2006 to $4.2 million in 2007 to $6.4 
million today -- and met union contract 
obligations for salary increases at the same time. 
  
Every department and every City employee has 
stepped up in meeting this challenge. Every 
employee in the City, from field employees to 
department managers, including the City 
Manager, has agreed to unpaid furloughs since 
2008. Newly approved contracts negotiated by 
the City Council with unions representing the 
vast majority of City employees guarantee 

additional savings to help the City weather the 
economic storm through at least 2012. 
  
Over the past several years, contractors and 
vendors doing business with the City have 
each been asked to take a 10 percent 
reduction. Many of them have agreed to do 
so, saving the City $32,666 in 2008 and 
$98,926 in 2009. 
  
In June 2007 the City Council passed its first 
balanced budget in many years while 
rebuilding the CityÕs budget reserves. As part 
of a Fiscal Management Plan put in place in 
the Spring of 2007, the council approved a 
balanced budget ordinance mandating reserves 
and setting specific criteria and vote 
requirements for their access and use. At the 
end of June 2007, instead of an unbalanced 
budget and further depleted reserves, the 2006-
07 Fiscal Year ended in the black with reserves 
topping 11 percent of the operating budget for 
the first time in recent memory. 
  
These changes in Redlands were made months 
before the federal government acknowledged a 
national financial crisis and long before other 
cities began taking action to manage their own 
budgets to meet rising costs and declining 
revenues. 
  
Since then, the City Council and City staff 
have budgeted based on sound fiscal policies 
and conservative revenue projections. On July 
1, 2008, the City Council again passed a 
balanced budget based on recurring revenues 
and adding to the CityÕs reserves. A recently 
completed audit confirmed that City finances 
were again in the black, in spite of significant 
economic and staff challenges. 
  
But the challenges ahead are daunting ones.

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Revenues remain in decline. Retail sales Ð and 
their attendant tax revenues -- have yet to 
stabilize. And looming on the horizon are 
significant declines in property tax revenues 
from reassessments following the collapse of the 
real estate market since 2007.  
  
The City began the 2009-2010 Fiscal Year with 
a shortfall of $1.8 million. In July, the City 
Council voted to use money from the CityÕs 
$6.1 million Unreserved Fund Balance to cover 
that shortfall. However, the City Council 
instructed City staff to find a way to make up 
that shortfall before the end of the year. 
  
By December 2009, additional factors 
combined to widen that gap to $3.4 million. 
With additional expenditure reductions and 
continued negotiations with employee unions, 
the Council and staff narrowed that gap to $2.1 
million.  
  
Staff and I are committed, however, to 
honoring the City CouncilÕs charge to close the 
budget gap without the use of the CityÕs 
Unreserved Fund Balance. Every department 
director has been instructed to dig deeper and 
find new savings. More than $300,000 a month 
in savings from January to June is needed to 
bridge the $2.1 million gap.  
  
And despite the CityÕs measures and savings so 
far, the City faces significant structural budget 
challenges which must be addressed to ensure 
continued fiscal health, even beyond the current 
national economic crisis.  
  
Examples of these structural deficits include a 
paramedic program, initially designed to be 
wholly funded by a Paramedic Tax. The cost of 
this service long ago outpaced its funding 
source, routinely running a deficit of nearly $2 

million annually, paid by the General Fund. 
Similarly, funding for landscape maintenance 
and lighting districts has not kept pace with 
the cost of providing those services. And 
nearly a half million dollars in annual debt 
service on Certificates of Participation for 
public facilities maintenance, ordinarily 
covered by development impact fees, were 
paid by the General Fund in 2008-09 and 
likely will be again in 2009-2010, due to 
decreased development activity and revenue.  
  
The City has not kept up with its capital and 
infrastructure needs and must begin planning 
for the maintenance and replacement of 
streets, buildings and other needs. 
  
Expected adjustments in the state Public 
Employees Retirement System will also 
increase the burden to the CityÕs budget. In 
addition, once furlough agreements with City 
employees end in 2012, the City will need to 
find close to $2 million more annually to fund 
that additional expense. 
  
City Staff has developed a deficit reduction 
plan to meet these structural deficits, which 
includes reconciling revenues with expenses 
for programs, such as the paramedic program, 
that were always intended to pay their own 
way; potential new revenue sources; and 
changes to the way City services are offered 
and provided. But none of these are easy fixes 
and this plan will need to be adjusted to 
respond to a continually fluid economic 
condition. 
  
Redlands residents need to join their elected 
officials and City staff as part of this 
restructuring process now and in the future as 
we examine what level of service residents 
expect, how to pay for those services and plans 
to keep the CityÕs budget healthy through both 
the bountiful and the lean times.

utensils, paper towels  
¥ Paper and pencil
