Annual Pass and Community Center Rules

With a Redlands Community Center Annual Pass you will be able to
utilize all that the facility has to offer. To ensure that your experience
is an enjoyable one, the Redlands Community Center enforces the
following rules:

COMMUNITY CENTER RULES
1. Animals are not allowed in the Community Center.

2. Bicycles, scooters, and skateboards are not permitted in the
center, but should be secured to the bicycle rack outside. (The City
does not take any responsibility for lost or stolen items.)

3. No profanity, running, horseplay, or disrespect to others will be
tolerated in the Center.

4. No alcoholic beverages, drug perihelia or smoking in the building
or on the grounds is allowed.

5. Anyone abusing the equipment will be denied further use.

6. All equipment will be checked out by an Annual Pass holder and
equipment must be returned prior to leaving the Center. All patrons
using the gym or racquetball courts must check in prior to entering.

7. Shoes and Shirt must be worn at all times. No suggestive clothing.

8. There is to be no food, drinks, cigarettes, or sitting on pool tables
in the game room. No food, drinks, etc. in the gym.

If any person violates any one of these rules, the staff may suspend
them from use of the facility. The parent or legal guardian of any
minor Annual Pass holders will be notified by phone and/or letter
regarding the suspension.
